The vision of the Florida Wildlife Corridor is to connect natural lands and waters

throughout peninsular Florida, from the Everglades to Okeefenokee in southeast

Georgia. Despite extensive fragmentation of the landscape in recent decades,

a statewide network of connected natural areas is still possible. The first step

is raising awareness about the fleeting opportunity we have to connect natural and rural

landscapes in order to protect the waters that sustain us, the working farms and ranches that feed us, the
forests that clean our air, and the combined habitat these lands provide for Florida’s diverse wildlife, including
panthers and black bears.

Our goal is to increase public awareness for the Corridor idea through a broad-reaching media campaign, with the
Florida Wildlife Corridor Expedition as the center of the outreach strategy. January 17, 2012 marks the kick off the 1000
mile expedition over a 100 day period to increase public awareness and generate support for the Florida Wildlife Corridor.
